Spergende stedord er pa dansk fx hvem, hvis, hvad, hvilken

P4 engelsk: who(m), whose, what, which

WHO bruges om personer:

Who is she? | don't know who they are.

WHOM er et spergende stedord, som ikke bruges meget i daglig tale, men i skriftsproget er det korrekt at
bruge 'whom', nar det spargende stedord ikke star som grundled (subjekt).

Who(m) did you see? To whom did you speak? (Who did you speak to?)
WHOSE er ejefald: Whose coat is this? Whose is this coat?
WHAT bruges om ting og begreber: What is that? What did he tell you? What language do they speak?

WHICH bruges om personer og ting, nar der er et begreenset antal:
Which of your children lives in Spain? Which do you prefer - tea or coffee? Which car is yours?
Which of these animals live in Africa: lions, tigers, zebras, elephants?

(Men: What animals live in Africa? Her er ikke tale om et begraenset antal)

Ubestemte stedord (SOME og ANY)

Nogen, noget, nogle kan hedde SOME eller ANY pa engelsk.

ANY bruges iszer i spergende saetninger, hvor man kan forvente et 'nej', og i naegtende saetninger.
Det kan overszettes med nogen / noget som helst eller hvilken som helst:

Are there any eggs left? You can't find any posters in this shop. You can choose any cake you like.
SOME bruges i betydningen nogen, noget, nogle stykker, én/ét eller andet:

There is some coffee on the table. Would you also like some bread? Yes, please, and some cakes, too!

Samme regler gzelder for somebody, something, anybody, anything og evrige sammenszetninger.
